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@ Arnab was trained as  historian of health, medicine,
and diseases but has since expanded his interest areas further to
health policy studies, global and planetary health. He 1s
currently working on a couple of main projects - one is a book
project on his Wellcome-funded PhD research from University
of York, UK and the other is on Tuberculosis control and

prevention measures in the Western Pacific region — specifically
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Fiji and the Philippines. His current research lies at the
intersection of health policies, migration studies, and the history

of medicine in non-western countries.

Alongside, he is also currently associated with multiple
projects on planetary health, climate change, and understanding

gender issues in disaster areas.

He has been associated with a leading journal Medical
History, published by the Cambridge University Press as their
